Motivation to Read Profile: Reading Survey

Purpose

To assess students’ self-concepts as readers and the value they place on reading.

Administration
1. Reproduce and distribute copies of the Motivation to Read Profile (MRP).

2. Ask students to write their names in the space provided.

3. Say the following:

I am going to read some sentences to you. I want to know how you feel about your reading.
There are no right or wrong answers, so tell me honestly what you think. I will read each
sentence twice. Do not mark your answer until I tell you to. The first time I read the sentence
I'want you to think about the best answer for you. The second time I read the sentence I want
you to fill in the space beside your best answer. Mark only one answer.

Scoring and Interpretation

1. The survey has 20 items based on a 4-point scale. the highest possible score is 80 points. On

some items the response options are ordered from least positive to most positive, with the

least positive response option having a value of 1 point and the most postiive option have a
point value of 4.

2. To assign points for questions 2, 3, 6, 9, 12, 13, 14, 16, 17, and 19, use the scale from 1 to 4

as in the following example: :

2. Reading a book is something I like to do.

L] Sometimes
W Often

If students chose the first answer, give it 1 point.

If students chose the second answer, give it 2 points.
If students chose the third answer, give it 3 points.
If students chose the fourth answer, give it 4 points.
